Four active board members, Ronnie Reid, 
Daryl Wherry, Neal Paulsen, and Dale 
Bickford, are diligently working to make 
improvements at Clay Cemetery on Temple 
Hill Road northeast of Onslow. Their latest 
project is to preserve in stone the family 
names of those laid to rest in the clay hill 
since 1856 when it was established.

A gigantic hard granite rock has been 
donated to the cemetery board by Tommy 
Doll. The board members had searched for 
three or four years to locate a suitable rock in 
Clay Township. The granite was taken to 
Stone City Stone, where it was cut in half and 
polished. One half is engraved with Clay 
Cemetery, and a very appropriate saying 
found by Reid, “The earth does not belong ,to 
man; man belongs to the earth.” The other 
half will be inscribed with the more than 80 
surnames of those buried in the half acre 
cemetery.

Three foot deep footings of cement were 
poured to keep the stone halves stable. The 
project was a cooperative effort. Neal dug the 
holes and formed them for the footings. Dale 
and Ronnie prepared the cement and filled the 
holes.

Quite a number of people have already 
donated to the project after observing what is 
being doiie. It is hoped that enough can be 
raised to cover the costs of the inscribing. 
The township contributes some money 
toward mowing the public cemetery, but any 
other work that is done is supported 'by 
donations.

The men are proud of the young trees they 
planted a few years ago, after losing most of 
tire original trees as they aged.

A headstone marking the first burial site in 
the cemetery, that of Lyman Hall (1790- 
1855) and Susanna Clemens Hall in 1855, 
had deteriorated, so the four replaced it with a 
new one. The Halls were some of the first 
settlers in the territory. Family members are 
all buried in the cemetery with names such as 
Eckler, Green, Walters, and Orr.

A lot of work was done by Ronnie’s dad 
and Daryl’s dad back when the hill was 
overgrown with trees and brush in the back. 
They were also instrumental in installing the 
new fence that encloses the cemetery.

‘They put in a lot of work, so we figure we 
should keep it up,” Daryl said.

One grave had only a wooden cross to 
mark it. When it rotted out, it was replaced 

with a second wooden cross. Neal brought a 
rock over to mark it. They are sure the 
gravesite is that of a veteran, but through the 
Veterans Administration it is a challenge to 
find the name of their unknown soldier. The ’ 
Civil War information on microfilm at 
Hopkinton is providing a valuable source in 
their search for the missing pieces of 
history.

Another project in the works is to 
straighten the markers that are leaning.

When the cemetery was originally formed, 
each family took care of their own lot. As 
time progressed, many of the families moved 
away and there was no money available for 
perpetual care.

At one time Clay Cemetery was not well 
maintained. “If somebody doesn’t take a hold 
of this when we are gone, the same thing can 
happen again,” Wherry added. Caretakers ; 
Gale Williams and Johnny Carstensen 
currently do the mowing and trimming.

The trustees are responsible for raising 
money for maintenance, and the funds are 
levied to the board.

There are two and a half cemeteries in Clay
1 township, Canton, Clay, and half of South 
Mineral. The township line goes through 
South Mineral Cemetery, with half in 
Wyoming Township and half in Clay 
Township.

Trustees Myron Walters^ John Jenkins and

James LJ Hall formed Clay Cemetery with the 
filing dater of Jan. 21, 1856. The burial 
ground was established on property formerly 
owned by John and Sarah French. In 1914 it 
was refomied with witnesses being T. L. 
Green, William Fletcher, J.D., Neelans, J. A. 
Hamilton, R.A. Scroggie, JLW. Chatterton, 
J.A. Hanna, J.W. Orr, B.W. Streeper, A.C. 
Alexander and Jonn Dennison.

ANAMOSA JOURNAL 22 APRIL 1920
Caroline J Merrill was born July 25 1844 in Cattarugas Co NY and died Anamosa 
IA 19 April 1920 at the age of 75 years 8 months and 25 days. She was the 
youngest daughter of Luman and Sophronia ANNIS and came from NY with her 
parents to Kane Co ILL when she was 10 years old. She continued to live in 
Kane Co ILL until one year after her marriage to Isaac S Merrillwhich occurred 
Jan 10 1864. She and her husband then moved from ILL overland to Wayne Twp. 
Jones Co la. where they farmed for a year. Then then moved to a farm they had 
purchased inJackson Twp. where they remained for 27 years. They then moved 
to Anamosa to the home on Main St.. At the end of 2 years they planned to 
return to the farm but Mr. Merrill died before the plan could be carried out. 
After Mr. Merrill’s death which occured Feb 23 1895 Mrs. Merrill moved back to 
the farm and stayed one year after which she returned to the home on Main St. 
Anamosa and lived there until her death.
There were born to Mr. and Mrs. Merrill eight children one of whom died in 
infancy. three sons and four daughters survive her. Mrs. Ada Ireland of 
Anamosa, Mrs. Lily Schladtzky of N.D. , Lawrence and Frank of Anamosa, John 
who resides near Anamosa, Mrs. Carrie Voorhies of near Olin, and Mrs. Blanche 
Ellison of Anamosa. There are also living 17 grandchildren, and six great 
grandchildren. One sister Mrs. Emily Leek of Central City (Linn Co.) also 
survives Her loss also is mourned by other relatives and friends.

Mrs. Merrill united with the Baptist Church in Ill. when she was a young 
girl. Moving to IA. she attended other churches in the neighborhood of her «
homo and about 20 years ago became a member of the Congregationa1 Church 
oT Anamosa. She attended the church and was interested in practical Christian 
service. But of late years on account of failing sight and infirmities of 
age she has been confined to her home. She kept her Christian convictions until 
the last and died as she has lived trusting in the greatness of God.

The funeral was held Wednesday afternoon at the Congregational Church by the 
Rev. Ernest Evans. Interment was at Antioch.
